Signing Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between VCCI and CBI

On Tuesday May 14 2013, Mrs. Pham Thi Thu Hang, Secretary General of the Vietnamese Chamber of Commerce and Industry visited the CBI office in The Hague to discuss collaboration between the CBI and one of its local partners, the SMEs Promotion Centre (SME PC) under the VCCI, within the framework of the Metalworking programme in Vietnam. During the meeting both parties signed a Memorandum of Understanding.

During of the implementation of Value Chain Analysis last year the Small and Medium Enterprise Promotion Centre (SME PC) of the Vietnam Chamber of Commerce and Industry (VCCI) was identified as one of the stakeholders.
With the support from VCCI, SME PC also contributed to the preparation and organisation of the Kick-off Workshop of the Engineering Programme in Hanoi on 30th November 2013.

The Programme provides support to the Engineering sectors, including a number of ‘supporting industries’ in Vietnam, and runs until December 2016. Apart from giving direct technical assistance for Vietnam SME exporters, the Programme also aims at building the export related capacity for the local Business Support Organisations (BSOs) like VCCI.

In the coming months, the CBI will also look into possible collaboration with other BSO stakeholders to strengthen the export support network for the local industries.
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
