	Los Angeles county to buy 25 BYD electric buses

	The Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority last week approved a contract to buy up to 25 electric buses made by China's BYD Co.

The move is part of the authority's $30 million (183 million yuan) pilot project for acquiring nonpolluting buses, BYD said.

Under the deal, Los Angeles first will buy five electric buses for trial operation. If they perform well, the transportation authority will purchase 20 more buses, according to BYD.

BYD's electric bus is 12 meters long and 2.5 meters wide. It is powered by the automaker's iron-phosphate batteries and has a range of 250 kilometers with a maximum speed of 70 km per hour, according to BYD.

In March, BYD secured a contract to supply 10 electric buses to Long Beach Transit, a bus operator in Long Beach, Calif.

The electric buses for Los Angeles County and Long Beach will be assembled in Lancaster, Calif.

BYD is headquartered in the south China city of Shenzhen. It is listed in Hong Kong and Shanghai and is partly owned by U.S. billionaire Warren Buffett.
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
